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You will need:
· large paper (for background)

· scissors

· colored construction paper, wallpaper, wrapping paper, fabric or other interesting materials

· Col-erase® erasable colored pencils or Foohy® markers

Buildings are made of many different shapes. Look at the buildings around you. What shapes do you see? Create a fantasy building using all kinds of shapes! You can make a collage of different kinds of paper, fabric and other things. Then add details with Col-erase® erasable colored pencils or Foohy® markers.

3. Cut shapes from colored construction paper, wallpaper, wrapping paper, fabric or other interesting materials. 

Lay the shapes on your background paper to see how they look. 
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4. If you like what you see, glue your shapes down. 
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Be sure to spread the glue evenly and don't forget the edges! 

5. Add more details with Col-erase® erasable colored pencils or Foohy® markers. 
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Test your drawing tools to be sure they draw well on your different collage papers and fabrics!
